                    Home Learning Policy



Rationale

The Stoke Hill Federation recognises the vital role parents/carers play in the education of their children. We strongly believe in the value of a home-school partnership, of which our Home Learning policy is an important element. Home Learning is defined as any learning or activities which pupils are asked to do outside of lesson time, either on their own or with parents/carers.

The Purpose of Home Learning
The school regards the purpose of Home Learning as being to:

· regularly involve parents/carers in their child’s education 

· help pupils adopt the ‘habit’ of  learning at home in preparation for independent study.

· share with parents/carers some of the strategies the pupils are being taught at school
· consolidate and reinforce skills, knowledge and understanding, particularly in English and mathematics.

· extend school learning, for example, through additional research.

School Responsibility

The school undertakes to:

· provide a consistent approach across year groups.

· ensure there is progression in Home Learning from the Early years Foundation Stage to Year 6.

· set tasks that are relevant and appropriate for the age and stage of the pupils.

· provide parents/carers with the relevant information on Home Learning timetabling.

· provide access to computers where this is not possible at home.
· monitor Home Learning through the annual cycle of monitoring teaching and learning.
Guidelines for Parents
Parents are expected to:
· be aware of the Home Learning tasks their child has been set.

· provide their child with an appropriate time and space to complete the learning.

· to become involved in their child’s Home Learning.  This is especially important for the younger pupils.

· ensure that the Home Learning is completed and returned to school on time. 
· contact their child’s teacher if there are any barriers to their child regularly completing their Home Learning. 
This policy forms part of the home school agreement and will be reviewed every two years.
