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Mathematics 
This term we will be focusing on 

addition and subtraction of 2-digit 

numbers using a variety of 

strategies, which include counting 

on and back on a blank number 

line and partitioning. We will 

continue to develop our place 

value skills through problem 

solving and money.  The children 

will develop their multiplication 

and division skills through 

grouping and sharing. They will be 

using both practical activities and 

mental strategies to help them 

find half, quarter and a third of a 

number. 

 

English 
Our first English unit this term is 

centred around a story called ‘The 

Boy Who Cried Ninja’. This 

humorous text is an adaptation of 

The Boy Who Cried Wolf. We will 

be revising punctuation with a 

focus on question marks and 

developing the use of conjunctions 

and/while. We will then move on 

to exploring seaside themed 

poetry. Each of these units will 

provide opportunities for the 

children to develop their language 

skills through learning new and 

exciting vocabulary.

This term we are learning about the wonderful county of Devon. To 
introduce the topic the children have taken part in a traditional 
Devon cream tea.
